Model SK-B
Model SK-B is a bracket system that will mount fpeakers to the lectern
providing the option of having the speakers swigglour desired angle.
Note: The brackets will have to be screwed to thaede panels of the lectern.
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Speaker Assembly:

1. Begin by locating the 2 small caps on both sides of the
side panels. Gently pull them out by using a flat screw-
driver or similar tool. USE CAUTION to avoid scratc  hing
the panels.

Amplifier Installation

1. Remove amplifier from carton and place on a flat surface.
Attach the easy connect wiring to the back of the a  mplifier.
See Diagram 1. Once attached be sure that the doubl e wire
is split into two to enable attachment to both righ t & left
speakers.

2. Once the plug is fastened to the back of the amp , secure
the amplifier to the middle shelf. (See Diagram 2 for rec-

ommended location.) The amplifier can be attached b vy ei-
ther using the self adhesive Velcro strip or by scr ewing to
the shelf. To screw the amplifier to the shelf inse  rt the four
provided screws through the two holes on both sid es of

the amplifier chassis and tightly screw in using a power
tool.

Speaker installation

1. Remove both sets of Velcro strips from the carton.

2. Each set of Velcro Strips is made up of two parts. One side
is to adhered to the lectern and the otherto the s peaker.

3. Remove the plastic from the back of the side thaty  ou in-
tend to adhere to the lectern and firmly stick to s ide panel

See diagram 3 for correct Velcro location.
4. Carefully remove speakers from carton. Continue by re-

moving the plastic backing from the back of the Vel cro and
firmly stick it to the side of the each speaker. B _e sure to
stick the Velcro on the correct side of the speaker . For the
speaker you intend to place on the right side of th e lectern,
the Velcro must be placed to the left side of the s peaker,
and visa-versa opposite for the left speaker.

5. Once both sides of Velcro strips are in place, firm ly join the
speaker to the lectern. See Diagram 4 for the prope r speak-

er placement on the side panel.
NOTE: For best results, let the Velcro stick to uni
before attaching the speaker to the lectern.

Wiring

1. Begin by taking both sides of the easy-connect wi re,
which is now connected to the back of the amplifier , and
feed each ends of the wires from the inside of the unit,

through the holes on each of the side panels.

2. Once the two ends have been properly fed through th e
panels, secure the wires to the terminals located a t the
back of the speakers. To properly secure wires to terminal,
loosen plastic caps to expose terminal hole and ins ert wire.
Once inserted, tighten plastic caps. IMPORTANT: One end
of the wire should be attached to the BLACK termina | on
the right speaker and the other wire should be att  ached to
the RED terminal on the left speaker. (See diagram  5).

3. Proceed by feeding the single bridge wire fromt  he inside Amplifier
of the unit through the holes on each of the side panels.
Connect the wire to the RED terminal on the right speaker
and to the Black terminal on the left speaker .
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
